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Introduction 
 
Thank you for purchasing the Kabola room thermostat. This installation guide describes how 
to insert and connect the thermostat. 
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Making a mounting hole for the built-in model of the room 
thermostat 

 
For assembly, an opening must be made the size of: 
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90-001 Basic set for hot air heating 
 
Power supply for the set: 12-24VDC 10Ah. 

 

The basic set for air heating can be used for systems consisting of up to 4 fan coil units and 

optionally one or more convection heating panels. 

The air heating kit consists of the following components: 

- 90-003: Kabola thermostat display (configured for air heating) 

- 90-005: wiring harness for air heating 

- 90-004: motor controller for 4 fans 

In addition, a water temperature sensor is required for the system to work as intended. 

Kabola offers the sensors with different cable lengths: 

- 90-008: sensor with 1.6 meter cable 

- 90-012: sensor with 5 meter cable 

- 90-013: sensor with 10 meter cable 

External Ambient Temperature Sensor 
The display uses an internal temperature sensor to detect the ambient temperature. If 

required, an external ambient temperature sensor (90-007) can be connected to the screw 

terminals on the back of the display.

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Electrical diagram connections 
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90-002 Basic Convection Heating Kit 
 
Power supply for the set: 12-24VDC 1Ah. 
 
The basic convection heating kit can be used for systems consisting of one or more 

convection heating panels. 

The convection heater kit consists of the following parts: 

- 90-003: Kabola thermostat display (configured for convection) 

- 90-006: wiring harness for convection heating 

- 90-014: Optionally, a water temperature sensor can be connected to provide additional 

system information. 

External Ambient Temperature Sensor 
The display uses an internal temperature sensor to detect the ambient temperature. If 

required, an external ambient temperature sensor (90-007) can be connected to the screw 

terminals on the back of the display. 

 

If the external sensor is connected and working 

correctly, the external sensor is preferable to the 

internal sensor.
